Commissioner McVicar gives details to the JCPRC on 119 acres referred to from here on as Jackson Woods (Jackson Woods is the name associated with the sub-division being developed off of Hite Rd.) Jackson Woods is located off of Hite Rd. Jackson Woods is surrounded by Federal Land.
